Call to Order

Approval of Minutes

RDC Stroke Reporting Update
Sarah discussed updates regarding the RDC.  She reported that the stroke reporting is online, and all entities can submit their data.  The contact with the RDC program is Genevieve Guerrero

Genevieve.Guerrero@strac.org.  Genevieve can help with the set-up for the program.  There is a manual form that needs to be completed.  Genevieve can send the form to complete.  Any diagnosis regarding stroke is to be reported.  The cardiac aspect is not completed yet.  Sarah reported that Eric Epley had reported the cardiac aspect is being worked on.  Sarah will provide update when it is available.  At the next Acute Care Committee meeting in November 2025, Sarah will monitor and report entities in TSA-B that have signed up and see which facilities are reporting.  
Stroke Education in the Region 
Sarah asked about any educational needs in the region.  She said at the next meeting she would try to have the TNK representative at the meeting to discuss dosing.  Dosing strokes is different from cardiac dosing.  Sarah reported that she will also review the management of the patient during the infusion at the next meeting.
