Approval of Minutes
The motion was made by John Baker and seconded by Ian Phillips to accept the February 25, 2025 meeting minutes as written.  The motion passed unanimously.

GETAC Updates
1. Amber Tucker reported that the state is working on the Whole Blood Project.  The project has been funded with $10,000,000.  We will need to develop a committee to manage the project for TSA-B.  Billy Vinson sent out a survey to all the entities to obtain information for the project. 8 EMS, 6 hospitals, have responded.  The criteria is strict.  Billy said that Dr. Troutman and Dr. Addington are onboard with the project and will work closely with TSA-B.  Amber reported that the state did have some questions regarding emergency release of blood versus blood units ordered.  
2. Transfer data is being collected regarding transfers that take longer than 2 hours.  

3.  Pediatric Stroke is any area being reviewed.

4. Cherish Brodbeck reported there are new Legislative updates for EMS services and personnel.  SBs 157.11; 157.12; 157.13.  Rusty has the information, will attach to minutes.  These updates include EMS education, disaster preparedness and specific training that will be required.  1st Response Peer support, storage of medical records, documentation of active shooter events regarding After Action plan.
